Enclosed is a statement that Fire Chief John Robert Ray has released regarding the mutual aid response changes for apparatus from the Dunkirk Volunteer Fire Department (Calvert County Company 5):  
The Anne Arundel County Fire Department operates under nationally recognized best practices policies and procedures for both responses to and operations at emergency incidents. It is important that all fire companies responding to emergency incidents in Anne Arundel County adhere to these policies and operational guidelines. They are in to place to ensure the safety of the public and of our emergency responders. We regularly meet with our neighboring jurisdictions on mutual aid responses and reinforce the need to follow our guidelines when operating within Anne Arundel County, and we will continue to do so. 
Recently, there has been some deviation from these policies by members of one of our neighboring departments. As a result, I made the decision to limit, but not eliminate that company's responses into Anne Arundel County. This decision was made in the interest of public and fire fighter safety. I am hopeful that continued discussions and perhaps joint training opportunities will yield positive results, which will allow me to revert to the prior response profile with this company. 
 As you can see, the Anne Arundel County Fire Department has taken a reasoned approach in order to maintain public safety, as well as, address the problems associated with this particular Company.  
You should note that units from Company 5 will still be utilized in areas of Anne Arundel County where they are selected to be 1st or 2nd due. 
As far as the pictures are concerned, these images are obliviously inappropriate and an investigation into the matter is underway.  Any individuals found guilty of such inappropriate behavior will be dealt with appropriately, in accordance with established departmental policy.
